MARKET

The goal of the LADMMI professional dance program is to provide students with the skills
necessary to pursue a performance career. The program offered at the school is designed
to meet the demanding criteria of today’s leading contemporary dance companies. Stu-
dents will be given multiple opportunities to interact with potential employers and lay the
groundwork for their professional career. In this regard, LADMMI has an exemplary job place-
ment rate. In Quebec, some 40 choreographers and dance companies regularly employ
LADMMI graduates, including O Vertigo, Cas public, Fortier Danse-Création, Compagnie Marie
Chouinard and Flak, to name but a few. Internationally, LADMMI graduates have appeared on
stages throughout the world including, the Unites States, Europe, Asia and Australia.




Training to become a professional dancer, whether through the DEC or the AEC program,
requires a serious commitment throughout the duration of your studies demanding day,
evening as well as weekend availability. In addition to being talented and in excellent physical
condition, you need to demonstrate creativity, motivation, discipline and passion for your art.
Both the DEC and AEC programs are very intense and demanding and require exceptional
drive and determination.

A DAY IN THE LIFE OF A DANCE STUDENT

The morning typically consists of classes in anatomy, dance related fithess training and
contemporary dance techniques. These are generally followed by classes in performance,
improvisation, composition, creative research and partnering work. The schedule may also
include classes in music, dance history, contemporary art history or career management as
well as basic academic classes.

Afternoons are generally devoted to interpretation classes. By learning choreographic
excerpts and participating in the creation of new dance works, students learn the skills
required by the professional milieu. They also become familiar with the entire process of
creating dance intended for public performance. These classes also enable students to
broaden their knowledge of the contemporary dance repertoire and to experiment with solo
performance pieces.

Over the duration of the program, students will take part in the creation of five different
shows and participate in a total of some 30 performances. Our faculty of exemplary teachers all
have an extensive professional background. In addition, a highly qualified production team
supports all student productions.

PLEASE NOTE: throughout the program LADMMI has reserved specific periods in the weekly
schedule for the DEC students to take the general academic courses (English, French,
Humanities and Complementary courses). Students who wish to take their academic courses
in English may do so at Dawson College. This service is available thanks to a formal agree-
ment between the cégep du Vieux Montréal and Dawson College.

REGISTRATION FOR THE DEC PROGRAM

Acceptance in the program is contingent on meeting college admission requirements and
passing the final audition. The adjudication committee will review all applications within the
week following the final audition. By mid April all accepted candidates will be informed by
letter that they have been admitted or not into the program.

IF YOU ARE NOT ACCEPTED INTO THE PROGRAM

Accordingly, we strongly recommend that all applicants also register in another cégep
program through the Service régional d’admission of their choice before March 1 so that
their academic progress is not delayed in the event they are not accepted into LADMMI’s
program. It is very important not to indicate “Contemporary Dance Performance—561.B0”
as the first choice in the first round. That way, those who are not accepted by LADMMI will
still be able to register in another program.

IF YOU ARE ACCEPTED INTO THE PROGRAM

All accepted candidates must submit entrance forms to the Service régional d’admission
du Montréal métropolitain (SRAM) for the DEC (561.BO) program at the cégep du Vieux
Montréal during the second round of applications. In addition, the successful candidates
must also complete entrance forms for LADMMI. The registration forms for LADMMI are
available on the website www.ladmmi.com and those for applying to SRAM are available at
WWW.Sramomnivox.com.

REGISTRATION FOR THE AEC PROGRAM

Applicants must register with LADMMI in accordance with all applicable policies and rules.
They must also pay tuition fees of $3,500 and auxiliary fees of $250 for each session.
Registration is limited to two students per year. Foreign students are required to provide
LADMMI with a copy of their student visa and the Acceptance Certificate for Studies (CAQ).

REGISTRATION FOR SUMMER SCHOOL

Every year, throughout the three-year program, all students must enrol in LADMMI's
Summer School and pay the corresponding registration fees. Summer School is an invaluable
way for students to diversify their interpretative skills in an enriching, stimulating environ-
ment. Given the demands and intensity of the full time program, the Summer School is also
designed to maintain the students’ physical form throughout summer.

CRITERIA

Applicants are evaluated based on a series of specific criteria.

Adequate posture
Mobility of torso, limbs and pelvis
Neuromuscular control and tone

In-depth knowledge of the basic vocabulary common to modern, classical and jazz
techniques (pliés, legwork, turns, jumps, adages and floor work)
Coordination
Sense of movement
Ability to move various parts of the body in a harmonious way
Demonstration of lateral and cross-lateral connections
Spatial orientation skills
Musicality
Physical and overall response to music
Recognition of various rhythms (4/4, 6/3, etc.)
Ability to adapt to contemporary rhythms (5-beat, 7-beat, etc.)
Ability to dance to different tempos
Dynamics
Ability to demonstrate a range of physical qualities while dancing
Memorization
Ability to remember dance sequences

All applicants must have completed their high school diploma (DES) or an equivalent course of
study. To be eligible to audition, candidates must submit a complete entrance application before
January 23, including:

a completed audition registration form

a completed questionnaire on previous dance experience and instruction

a copy of their birth certificate

an attestation or transcript of artistic studies if applicable

an official copy of their most recent academic report card (bearing the school seal)

any relevant medical information

two recent photographs (4” x 6”): one head shot and one full-length shot in dance attire,
with the name of applicant indicated on the back

a certified cheque or money order in the amount of $50 payable to LADMMI for registration
fees (non-refundable)

IMPORTANT: Incomplete or illegible applications will not be accepted. None of the above-
mentioned documents will be returned. The preliminary audition date will be confirmed by letter.

APPLICANTS FROM OUTSIDE MONTREAL

If you live more than 1,000 kilometres away from Montreal and cannot be present for the preliminary
audition, please include with your application package a DVD featuring at least 35 minutes of
technique class exercises, showing floor work, dance sequences, jumps and a short solo perfor-
mance (maximum two minutes). Attendance at the final audition is compulsory.

PREPARATORY
CLASSES FOR

In order to meet entrance requirements, applicants need a minimum of six hours of dance training
per week, as well as dance related physical training. LADMMI therefore provides Preparatory
classes for auditions for all those who are interested. This program is offered in the fall and winter
sessions. Although these classes do not guarantee admission to either of the professional training
programs, they are an excellent way to prepare for the auditions and to learn more about the
basics of contemporary dance.

PRELIMINARY

Every year, we receive more than 100 applications for this audition. All those who submit a
complete application will be invited by letter to attend the preliminary audition. Applicants
will be asked to be present for one of the preliminary audition dates. An adjudication com-
mittee composed of LADMMI‘s faculty will evaluate each applicant.

STEP #1: CONTEMPORARY DANCE TECHNIQUE
The technique class runs for two hours, during which time committee members will assess
candidates’ physical potential, technical ability and artistic talent.

STEP #2: IMPROVISATION
The structured improvisation class is designed to help evaluate the applicants potential and
artistic qualities, with particular attention placed on:

originality

personal expression

ability to interact with other dancers

openness to direction from the teacher.

ATTIRE
- Please wear the appropriate attire (unitard, leotard, etc.). Applicants may change and
leave their street clothes in the changing rooms during the audition.
Applicants are required to dance barefoot. However, please bring appropriate footwear
for walking between studios.
We strongly recommend that you bring your own water and food with you. A microwave
oven, refrigerator and beverage vending machine are available for your use.

AUDITION RESULTS

Please do not call for your audition result. Considering the large number of applications and
the nature of the information in question, no audition results or feedback concerning the
auditions will be given over the phone.



FINAL

Approximately two weeks after the preliminary audition, whether they have been accepted for
the final audition or not, all candidates will be informed of their preliminary audition result by
letter. Thirty of these candidates will be invited to participate in the final audition which will
be held on a weekend at the end of March. Participation is mandatory for both days.

STEP #1: TECHNIQUE CLASS

Although the evaluation criteria remain the same, the technical difficulty of the technique
class is increased during the final audition. The adjudication committee will assess candidates’
physical potential, technical ability and artistic talent.

STEP #2: REPERTOIRE CLASS

A choreographic excerpt is taught to applicants by a LADMMI faculty member. Candidates
will be evaluated on their sense of movement, interpretative abilities, memorization skills,
coordination and musicality.

STEP #3: COMPOSITION CLASS

This is a collaborative effort, in which candidates are called upon to create a short dance in
smaller teams and as a group. The evaluation will focus on participation and communication
skills as well as openness to others’ ideas.

STEP #4: SOLO PERFORMANCE

Applicants asked back to the final auditions must present a two-minute contemporary dance
solo for the adjudication committee. It may be the applicant’s creation or that of a choreographer.
Candidates may bring their own musical track on CD for the solo performance. Costumes
are not allowed.

STEP #5: INDIVIDUAL INTERVIEW

The interview allows the committee to become more familiar with the motivation and objectives
of each candidate and permits the committee to answer questions and describe the program
in greater detail to the applicant.

LIMITED ENROLMENT: A maximum of 20 students will be accepted every year. These candi-
dates will be invited to enrol in the program. A certain number of qualified candidates will be
put on a waiting list and contacted should a place become available.
